 Pillars of Islam (Actions Muslims perform, or things that Muslim people “do”) 

 Shahadah (Testimony) 
o There is only 1 God and Muhammad is his messenger. 

 Salaat (Prayer) 
o Pray 5 times a day  

 Fajr,  
 Zuhr,  
 Asr,  
 Magrib,  
 Isha 

o Types of Prayer 
 Fard (must do raka’at) 
 Sunnah (optional raka’at) 
 Nafl (voluntary raka’at) 
 Witr (Type of Raka’at) 
 Wajib (something that is necessary) 
 Salat al-Jumu’ah (Friday Prayer) 
 Tarawih (Prayer done during Ramadan) 
 Janazah (Prayer when a person dies) 
 Qadha (Make-up Prayer) 
 Qasr (Short Fard Prayer) 

 Sawm (Fasting) 
o Abstain of food and drink from sunrise to sunset during the month of Ramadan 
o Celebrate Eid-Al-Fitr when Ramadan ends 

 Zakat (Charity) 
o Giving to the poor 

 Money

 Clothes 

o Compulsory  
o Sadaqah is voluntary charity 

 Speaking kindly 
 Good Advice 
 Smiling 

 Hajj (Pilgrimage) 
o Visiting Mecca and Kabah at least once in a lifetime 
o To remember Prophet Ibrahim 
o During Dhul-Hajjah 
o Celebrate Eid-ul-Adha by sacrificing and animal
