Allah SWT says in Surah AlQalam: ٍوَإنَِّكَ لعََلىَٰ خُلقٍُ عَظِيم
Indeed you are of great moral character

Allah SWT also says in Surah AlAhza Ayah #21

There has certainly been for you in the Messenger of Allah an excellent pattern for anyone whose hope is
in Allah and the Last Day and [who] remembers Allah often.

When The mother of the believers was asked about the moral character of the Prophet PBUH, she said his
moral character was the Quran.

One also notices when reading the Quran that Allah SWT mentions the characteristics of good moral
character in many places in the Quran mainly in Surah Al Hujrat, Loqman and Al Isra’a to mention a few.  

Rasul Allah PBUH mentioned Good Moral Character as it is one of the principles of Iman.  One might
hide his/her faith, but can’t hide his/her moral character.  It is an evidence of strong belief in Allah and as
such, one who has a strong belief in Allah and acts upon his commands as mentioned in the Quran, will
always have good moral character as evidence of his belief in Allah.
